· Shall participate in class, complete all work on time and have no discipline problems

· If the absence is two or more days, the youth shall present a written note from a doctor or nurse the next school day stating that the youth was unable to attend school.
· Shall not use or possess any illegal drugs and/or alcohol and/or tobacco products and/or drug paraphernalia, or be at any place where those items are available for the youth’s use.

· Shall submit to a urinalysis before leaving Court/Detention.  For UA results contact 425-388-7800. 
· Shall obtain a drug/alcohol evaluation AND/OR mental Health evaluation, and follow all recommended treatment.  Arrangements for this assessment shall be made within ___ days.  Proof of participation/compliance shall be provided weekly/monthly to __________________.
