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ÅVariations in river temperatures 

can impact salmon survival

ÅAreas of decreased maximum 

temperatures during summer 

of 2015 (King County)



Goals of Water Temperature Study

ÅEvaluate a groundwater gaining reach

ÅFurther evaluate localized water temperature variations 

observed in 2015 

ÅMonitor 2016 water temperature in the Snoqualmie River 

from Fall City to Carnation



Study Design

ÅDeployed 14 thermistors 

in mainstem and one in 

Patterson Creek

ÅContinuous temperature 

from June 30th to 

September 30th
