General Business
Introduction to new employee, Shannon Hays, who will handle communications for Parks and Recreation, to include Evergreen State fairgrounds and Tourism as well.
New board member, Shawn Tobin, was approved by County Council Motion on April 4, 2018 and will begin serving May 8, 2018.  Shawn is currently the Washington State Parks region manager; has worked with the National Park Service, and volunteers for several agencies, including Boy Scouts and Washington Trails Association.
Darlene Salo and Judy Rantz Willman from North Cascade Crew provided a video presentation produced by Dunn Lumber on Joe Rantz and the UW Husky crew team who won the 1936 Olympic gold medal in Germany.  That team was the subject of the book, “The Boys in the Boat.”  Darlene and Judy shared information about the soon to be built boathouse at Wyatt County Park and the proposal to name it the “Joe Rantz” boathouse.  Reference Section 70.1.11.2 for additional notes.  Naming proposal soon to be considered by County Council.
On behalf of Director Teigen, Russ Bosanko conferred with board members regarding the naming of the boathouse.  There was unanimous enthusiasm for the just viewed video and support for naming the new boat house after Joe Rantz and the Board encouraged the Parks Department to move forward with working with the County Council on their naming proposal.

RFP -44 – 17SB. Received proposals from High Trek, several mobile and one (1) permanent structure/operating laser tag operation), and G3U Gaming also mobile laser tag operation. Met with both groups and sent them draft concessionaire license agreements for their review and comments.  
Keith Gehrig, Snohomish County Arts Commissioner for District 4 – Julie Langabeer and Tammy Dunn have expressed interest in attending one of the commissions meetings.
Reports from the Staff/Status Reports
Planning/Engineering/Design/Construction Projects
Whitehorse Trail update.  Amy Lucas provided an update.
Amy shared info on a slide near the Arlington terminus that will interfere with some of the planned trail surfacing as well as forcing closure of a portion of the trail.  This will ultimately increase costs and postpone full opening of the trail.
Another section of the trail near Darrington has faced erosion and the Parks Department are working with an adjacent land owner to hopefully acquire an easement so the trail can be re-routed.  Area geology restricts changes to the trail location in many portions, so staff must accept, and address challenges presented by the forces of nature.
Lord Hill Park – trail signage update - Donation from Backcountry Horsemen.
Amy Lucas shared samples of the educational etiquette signs that will soon be placed.
Martha Lake Airport Park - Had neighborhood meeting on February 27, 21 neighbors showed up for the meeting with the overall consensus being that a walking trail connecting 143 Street to 146 Street  be constructed, while an improved or new playground was a second option, and a possible community garden received some interest.
Thomas shared that a recent meeting had several dozen attendees and went well.
West Lake Roesiger
Centennial Trail Coalition Quarterly General Members Meeting. 
Trail links from Snohomish to Woodinville, Snohomish to Monroe, Monroe to Snoqualmie Valley into King County – Overall trail plan – Public and city outreach.
The initial public meeting co-hosted by the Trail Coalition of Snohomish County was held at Willis Tucker Park, Thursday, March 15 from 5:30 giving an overview of all the trails the county is working on plus those connections or conversions we are having with other jurisdictions.  Russ Bosanko reported that the meeting was attended by several dozen new folks and went well.
Esperance Park update.
Thomas Hartzell provided update.  Permit application is in for land disturbing activity (LDA).

The County Council recently passed a resolution that Snohomish County was no longer interested in the reconveyance and recommended that DNR move forward with their original logging plan.
