Review and Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting
The minutes of the January 2018 meeting were reviewed and approved.
New chairwoman, Catherine Collins invited input from board colleagues for ways we might like to see the advisory board evolve. 
Public Hearings/Meetings
Oral Requests from the Audience/Correspondence
Email from Martha Lake area resident raising concerns about discarded hypodermics and signs of homeless encampments in and around Martha Lake Airport Park.  Follow-up by a ranger turned up a car bumper and typical litter but not the type of materials suggested in the email. A community/public meeting has been scheduled for February 27, 2018 where we discuss and listen to the community on what their concerns are and what future and final development may occur on the north end of the park property. 
Russ received a report of shooting activity on DNR land near the Squire Creek campground.  Russ verified that shooting does occur on DNR land in the vicinity, but that land isn’t within Parks jurisdiction and there have been no camping cancellations at Squire Creek because of concerns about the shooting.
We had a discussion on the need for a new shooting area that would provide enthusiasts an appropriate and legal location for shooting.
General Business
Debbie Copple resigned from the Parks Board to allow her to serve on the Lodging Tax Advisory Committee (LTAC).  She was presented with an etched glass cup memento in appreciation of her years of service.
Nathan Proudfoot from Ballard Terminal/Eastside Freight Railroad gave a brief presentation and fielded questions.
Interesting history of rail line with potential as basis for future trail corridor.  
Original line from Seattle to Bothell began in 1887.  Line later expanded to Woodinville and Snohomish.
Discussed complications with conversion to trail due to rail line operating with an easement on land where parties holding actual deeds are not known for certain.  Nathan explained the concept of ‘rail banking’ as an option.
Nathan was open to provide rides for board members on the freight train but indicated they could only accommodate 3 people per trip and the schedule was quite fluid so those wanting the experience would need to be flexible and able to deal with very short notice and be prepared for considerable variation in the duration of the trip.  Most trips would occur on Tuesday or Thursday.  Signing up to participate were John Briney, Catherine Collins, John Ewald, Julie Langabeer, Bob McCarty, Darrel Olson, and Jim Bloss.
Park Advisory Board Field Trip – Spring – May 8, 2018 – Visit Logan Park, Lake Stickney, Flowing Lake Campground, and possibly Esperance Park as well.  Planned time is 2:30pm to approximately 5pm.
Jim Bloss introduced himself as a newly elected East County Parks Commissioner.
Parks area he is involved in roughly overlaps the area for the Monroe School District.
The board he is on is a junior taxing district with their own funding outside Snohomish County funding.
Looking for mentors to help in increasing the number of parks and making improvements.
Boards and Commission Training – Mediocre attendance so far at a required training session on the open meeting laws, management of County emails and additional H/R information.  Meetings scheduled for the remainder of 2017 and 2018 below.

Russ was asked to see if a training session could be conducted at Willis Tucker Park, ideally following a scheduled meeting of our Parks Board meeting to make attendance more convenient.
RFP -44 – 17SB. Two proposals submitted.  
Engley Diversified (Outdoor billboard, Evergreen State Fairgrounds).  Russ emailed indicating that two static reader boards in lieu of one electronic message board wasn’t what the fairgrounds was interested in.
High Trek proposed several mobile and one permanent structure for a laser tag operation and G3U Gaming also submitted for a mobile laser tag operation. Russ met with both groups and sent them draft concessionaire license agreements for their review and comments.
2015 – 2016 RFP Update.
Disc Golf – New proposal for North Flowing Lake property submitted. Vendor to continue to work with/through Senior Planner Kevin Teague on basic design, etc.
North Cascades Crew – Permanent Row Boat Storage Structure – Wyatt County Park – Lake Stevens – Both parties agreed to a 10-year lease. Up at County Council for approval! Handout provided.
Reminder that our new chair, Catherine Collins was going to contact Keith Gehrig, Snohomish County Arts Commissioner for District 4 about attending one of their meetings.
Historical Video Project - Catherine Collins - Carousel Horse Community Park, Nakashima Barn/Trailhead, Flowing (Leckies) Lake County Park, Bob Heirman/Thomas’ Eddy, Rhody Ridge Arboretum (Completed), Kayak Point County Park (Completed), etc.  Darrell Olson shared his enthusiasm for this venture.
Comments made by Debbie Copple, Sharon Swan and Russ Bosanko regarding web sites with historical information on County properties put together by Fred Krueger of Granite Falls.  Russ said he would provide web address information to board members on county emails.
Snohomish County Tourism 10 staff moved into Willis Tucker Park Administrative Offices, January 25, 2018. County Parks has hired Rich Huebner, Tourism Regional Projects Coordinator.
Reports from the Staff/Status Reports
Planning/Engineering/Design/Construction Projects
Whitehorse Trail update.
Now that capital budget has passed there is sufficient funding for about a mile of paved trail surface and putting down gravel on most of remainder.  Final bridge construction on pause until adjoining trail portions are adequate to control trail use prior to trail surfaces being adequately prepared for traffic.
Lord Hill Park – trail signage update.
Brett Kinney suggested we need a trimmed down list of needs and then work on getting signs up can commence.  Funding is available from the generosity of back country horsemen and fundraising continues.
Martha Lake Airport Park
Complaints originating on a social media site investigated (See Section 50.1 these minutes).
Thomas Hartzell will set up a meeting to discuss a possible community garden, bike pump track etc.
West Lake Roesiger
Sharon Swan shared that there are currently about 40 acres of accessible property that could be used for equestrian activity with several thousand acres of potentially available land adjacent.
Catherine Collins and Sharon Swan are in preliminary planning stages of actions to expand recreation opportunities for equestrians.
Lake Roesiger is one of several potential areas that have potential for increased equestrian opportunities.
As a starting point, Catherine and Sharon want to brainstorm ideas for getting a decent census of horses owned in the County and how they are being used.  They’ve named the project “horses count” and invite others on the board to come up with ideas and come half an hour early to the March meeting to share thoughts before the regular meeting commences.

Thomas Hartzell shared pictures of current progress.

Work done on stairs at Willis Tucker Park from new parking area to near Glacier Peak HS.
Partnering with city of Everett and having the crew work on Logan, Paradise Valley Conservation area and others.
Park Director’s Time (Tom Teigen with help from Russ Bosanko).
Messages from the Board.  Around the Table
John Briney 
Planned community Esperance Park cleanup project for April 21.
Felt a business near Esperance Park, possibly Edmonds Landscaping’ was improperly using the parking area.  If it is the landscape company, there might be an arrangement that could be worked out where they would assist in some park work in exchange for employee parking.

Commented that his experience in the Lake Roesiger area was that when shooting or other problems occurred on nearby DNR land, the folks at DNR were quite responsive to citizen concerns and cleaned up issues fairly promptly.
Brett Kinney
Asked if there was a priority list for project now that the capital budget (both County and State) have passed.
Asked if there was feedback on whether ongoing projects were within budget targets.  Russ Bosanko and Sharon Swan responded with some ideas on where the information could be found.
Asked how the High Trek group was doing.  Russ Bosanko indicated they were looking at the laser tag venture to keep employees around during parts of the year that would be slow for zip line activity.
Julie Langabeer
Regarding Wallace Falls, suggested there could be better signage and better education of patrons to assure available parking was best utilized.
Bob McCarty
Still watching and waiting for possible parcel shuffles with FEMA properties in the vicinity of Steelhead Park.
Doing some initial scouting for companies who might want to run the new gun range when it gets underway.
Had some questions on a possible rail crossing for pedestrian use.  Nathan Proudfood suggested that Bob contact the Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission (UTC) with that and similar inquiries for the best answer.
Darrell Olson
Shared how much he enjoyed the Kayak Point video we watched at the last meeting and his hope that we did more similar video projects.
Robert Putnam
Robert will be out of the area and miss the April meeting.
Steve Yandl
Asked Russ Bosanko if Parks received detailed information on crimes within the parks.  Russ responded that the Sheriff’s office provided statistics but specific crime reports were not routinely provided.
