NEW CASE

Refer to Eligibility Criteria to see if client is a candidate for the Felony Diversion  
Program.

Request DPA to consider referring the case for the 
Felony Diversion Program

DPA determines eligibility for the Felony Diversion Program

Download, review & sign the following forms with your client:
1.) Stipulation for Felony Diversion Evaluation  2.) Preliminary Felony Diversion Confession 3.) Current Contact Information

Forward forms to the DPA. Include any supplemental documentation you may have.

Provide your client with the Felony Diversion Intake Packet. 
Client will need to complete and bring paperwork to the 

initial appointment. 

EVALUATION PROCESS (~60 DAYS)
Following through with treatment/educational/employment requirements  and 

attending appointments is critical for program acceptance. 

CONTRACT SIGNING
Defense will review the Felony Diversion Agreement with the client. 
Defense attorney and a designated DPA are present for the signing. 

PARTICIPATE IN FELONY DIVERSION PROGRAM
All contracts are for 3 years but clients can be early released at the 

discretion of the counselor.

SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION
Charges dismissed

TERMINATION
Client violated conditions of 
Felony Diversion Agreement

INELIGIBLE
Case is sent back to trial track. 

(common reasons include lack of 
engagement)
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
