During the COVID-19 State of Emergency, Snohomish County Early Intervention Program continues to accept new referrals. The first three years of life are a critical period for a child’s brain development. Please don’t wait to make a referral.

Snohomish County contracts with five primary service providers: ChildStrive, Kindering, Providence Children’s Center, Sherwood Community Services, and Wonderland Child and Family Services. The provider agency conducts comprehensive evaluations and assessments to determine the child’s eligibility for early intervention services, and if eligible, provides therapy and other services.

In response to the COVID-19 State of Emergency, providers have shifted to virtual evaluations and virtual services during this very stressful time. Services are evidence-based and are provided through coaching parents and caregivers to support their child’s development.
